Paul Åström Remembered						      Ellen Herscher
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A quick survey of CAARI’s library shelves attests to the monumental contributions to Cypriot scholarship made 
by Paul Åström, who passed away on October 4, 2008, at age 79. Among his many achievements, he will undoubtedly 
be most honored for his lifelong devotion to the principle essential to archaeology—but neglected by too many of his 
fellow scholars—that fieldwork must be fully published, and in a timely fashion. Publication is, in fact, the lifeblood of 
all scholarship, and by shepherding so much research on ancient Cyprus into press, Paul Åström was instrumental in the 
growth of Cypriot studies into an internationally recognized field.

Åström carried out major excavations at the Late Bronze 
Age harbor town of Hala Sultan Tekke on the shores of the 
Larnaca Salt Lake, from 1971 to the summer of 2008, revealing 
an important Mediterranean trading center. But even his earliest 
fieldwork in Cyprus, conducted on a small scale in 1959, was of 
great significance: his careful stratigraphic soundings at Kalopsidha 
continue to be one of the crucial pillars of Bronze Age chronology. 
His dissertation (1957), a meticulous study of the Cypriot Middle 
Bronze Age, remains a fundamental synthesis of the period.

As heir to the pioneering Swedish Cyprus Expedition 
(1927–31), in 1972 he finally brought to completion the final 
volumes of the magnum opus presenting the results of their work, 
the scientific foundation of all Cypriot archaeology. His own work 
was promptly published in installments as it was carried out, 
eleven volumes of Hala Sultan Tekke having appeared to date.

	 Åström’s greatest legacy, however, was the establishment 
of his own publishing company, Paul Åströms Förlag, which 
published its first volume in 1962. In the decades since, he skillfully and courageously navigated the fiscally treacherous 
path of issuing books that were expensive to produce and aimed at a small specialized market. His flagship series, 
Studies in Mediterranean Archaeology (SIMA), now numbers over 133 monographs and has brought to light research 
and excavations, as well as catalogues of Cypriot artifacts in various museums around the world, that likely never would 
have been published otherwise. A parallel series of “Pocket Books” (now 163 volumes) has also enriched the world of 
scholarship. In 1987 he launched the Journal of Prehistoric Religion.

	 Professor of Ancient Culture and Civilization at the University of Göteborg, Sweden, from 1969 until his retirement 
in 1993, Paul Åström nurtured two generations of students of many nationalities who continue to have an impact on 
Mediterranean archaeology. The loss of this generous scholar, publisher, teacher, and gentleman leaves a deep void that 
will long be felt.

London. Steffy was the reconstructor of the Kyrenia Ship. Coldstream, an authority on the 

Greek Geometric Period, mentored many archaeologists who worked on Cyprus. – The Editors.

Diana Constantinides Retires as CAARI Librarian	 Joanna Smith
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Diana Constantinides retires this month 
as librarian of CAARI. Being asked to write of her 
contributions to CAARI is an honor and one that takes me 
back to my very first visit to CAARI in 1991. At that time 
Diana had just joined the CAARI staff, who were then 
still settling into their new home at 11 Andreas Demitriou 
Street. She had been hired under a grant from the Getty 
Grant Program to purchase books and periodicals for the 
CAARI library.

Diana moved to Cyprus with her husband, Vasilis, 
and their two daughters in 1990. At that time she worked 
cataloguing books at Intercollege (now Nicosia University). 
Her prior experience in Great Britain had been with the 
Information Department of the Association of Special 
Libraries and Information Bureau as an assistant and in 
the British Standards Institution as its librarian. She has a 
degree in librarianship and information science from West 
London College.

Always interested in what people were studying, 
she was on constant lookout for books and other forms of 
information that people needed. This care also went into 
developing the CAARI program of lectures, workshops, 
round-tables, field trips, and symposia, when she served 
as the CAARI Program Coordinator after the conclusion of 
the Getty Grant.

With this background, in 1999 she became 
CAARI’s librarian, already well versed in CAARI’s 
community and its collections. Under her stewardship 
the library has grown from its core collection that formed 
the library of the French archaeologist, Claude Schaeffer, 
whose research was centered on the Bronze Age of Cyprus 
and Syria and after whom the CAARI library takes its 
name. Based on her close attention to the scholarly needs

of the wide range of archaeologists, art historians, 
historians, geologists and specialists in periods ranging 
from the island’s prehistory to the Classical period 
into Byzantine and modern periods who frequent the 
CAARI library, Diana has forged a robust collection. 
At its core is scholarship about Cyprus, but the user of 
the library will find methodological, theoretical, and 
regional scholarship which makes the CAARI library 
a microcosm of collections housed at much larger 
institutions.

She has also worked to bring CAARI’s 
library into a digital program, the American Overseas 
Digital Library (AODL), now the Digital Library 
for International Research (DLIR), sponsored by the 
Council of American Overseas Research Centers 
(CAORC). This program standardizes the bibliographic 
information of libraries and makes their holdings 
available on the Internet through the Center for 
Research Libraries. In addition, CAARI’s map 
collection now forms part of the CAORC Mapping 
Mediterranean Lands project (MedMaps). With this 
information available to scholars around the world, 
people may plan their research to be done at CAARI in 
advance and take full advantage of its often unique and 
hard to find materials.

When it became clear that the increasing 
volume of the library’s books and papers was soon to 
exceed the physical space of the CAARI library, Diana’s 
concerns for the collection formed the beginning of 
discussions about how to expand the CAARI library 
without changing the shape of the institution or its 
personalized scholarly environment. Always putting 
the care of the collection and the needs of scholars first, 
her attention to practical issues influenced parts of the 
plan now conceived that maintains the above-ground 
CAARI building and library and places the extension 
below-ground, making it possible to keep the entire 
collection at CAARI rather than at an off-site facility.

As CAARI moves into the construction phase 
of its expanded library facility, Diana has decided that 
this is the time to pass stewardship of the library to 
her successor, Evi Karyda (see p. 5). She leaves behind 
a strong collection with much promise for the future. 
During her tenure the library has acquired significant 
collections, for example from the libraries of James R. 
Stewart and Judith and Andreas Stylianou, and has 
embarked on a plan to archive CAARI’s collections 
of papers from such archaeologists as Joan du Plat 
Taylor and Claude Schaeffer. Diana and her family 
have formed part of the CAARI community for more 
than half of its history and I hope that connection will 
continue.

Joanna Smith is Chair of the CAARI Library Committee.
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In the spring of 2009 the University of Pennsylvania Museum of Archaeology and Anthropology in Philadelphia 
will host an international conference, “The Ancient Kourion Area: Penn Museum’s Legacy and Recent Research in 
Cyprus.” The first scholarly conference on Cyprus to be held in the U.S. in twenty years, the event will commemorate 
the seventy-fifth anniversary of the Museum’s expedition to Kourion (1934–53). It will bring together scholars studying 
old and new material from the broad environs of Kourion, with the objective of promoting a new integrated diachronic 
approach to the region and encouraging re-examination and reinterpretation of the Museum’s original work.

The conference opens with a public lecture on Friday evening, March 27, followed by sessions all day Saturday, 
March 28, and Sunday until noon, March 29.
